LECTURE AND OBJECTIVES OUTLINE AND SAMPLE

To be eligible for CE credits from ACVREP,CRCC, ABOTE and other credentialing/licensing bodies, each lecture/speaker must have the following information for submission to the Review committee. 

1. Title of lecture

2. Speaker  Name and credentials

The speakers/instructors must have the education and/or experience appropriate to the subject matter” . Also, a speaker or presenter who has a financial interest in any of the items or services presented in the course must disclose this at the time of application and at the beginning of each program.

A copy of the Speakers CV (NOT resume) should be included.

3. Learning objectives 

 A description of the CE program's content areas, including learning goals and objectives must be included with each lecture. The purpose of the CE program/activity must be clearly defined in terms of expected outcomes/learning objectives. Objectives need to be measurable and specific and should state what the participant is expected to learn.

4. Number of clock hours- actual minutes of the lecture and follow up questions may be counted. No breaks, poster sessions, opening remarks or announcements may be included in the minute count.

Speaker:  George Payne, MD

Dr. Payne is a nationally known specialist in pain management. He owns and practices at three clinics  in Arizona.
